· Objective:

( You will create a map of the journey of your life so far.  While doing this you will remember and 

    appreciate the major events that have happened in your life.  This activity emphasizes that a  
    person’s experiences greatly determine what kind of person they are.  
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· Materials:

        
( “Timeline” Handout
( scissors
( pencil and eraser

( glue     

( poster paper

( crayons or felts
( drawings, photographs, clipart, or magazine pictures
         
( any other material to “spice up” your life map
 ( Sentences should be outlined in crayon or felt or typed
· “LIFE MAP”
         
( Make a list of the major events in your life on the “Timeline” handout, beginning with your birth

    and working chronologically toward the present.


( Decide what your “Life Map” will look like and then transfer your list of between 12 – 15 events or 

    “landmarks” (important events in your life) onto your map.
( Each major event must have a symbol/picture to represent the event.  
         
( Each major event will also need a brief caption (complete sentence) which explains the event.
· Be sure to have a peer or adult edit your sentences for any errors!!

( Your map should represent your life so far: Is it a straight or winding road?  Is it full of “potholes”  

              or has it been “smooth sailing” so far?  Are you going to use arrows or something else instead of a

              road to symbolize your journey?  What are some of the images along the side?  Other?
( Be sure to use the whole paper and DO NOT leave a lot of blank, boring spaces!!
